 Jason Bultman, his leg still in a cast from his own auto bike collision, 

and I went to the memorial service held for her.  Jason asked the 

Johnsons if they would approve of bike ride in Josieôs honor.  Ken 

Johnson, Josieôs brother, has since told me they thought if would be a 

little thing where only a handful of enthusiasts would participate.   
 

Within a few days it became apparent that Jason and I werenôt the only 

ones wanting to do something.  An initial planning meeting was 

scheduled in the conference room of my office where a bunch of 

people Iôd never seen before attended.  From that point the event was 

pulled off in about five weeks including purchasing all permits, getting 

police escorts, and printing and placing posters.  If youôve ever been 

part of planning a cycling event 

you know how amazing that is.  

This was only possible because of 

the enormous support we received 

from the community.  We were 

able to get permits expedited and 

both Salt Lake City and Salt 

County donated their motor 

squads.  There wasnôt much time 

to promote the event so posters 

had to be designed, printed and 

put up in bike shops, fitness clubs, 

the U of U campus and every 

business we could get permission 

from fast.  Emails were sent out to 

clubs, teams, event promoters and 

any other list we get a hold of with 

the request ñForward this to 

everyone you know.ò

 Soon I was getting inquires from all over including the LOTOJA 

promoters and Active.com asking how they could help get the word 

out.  Nearly one thousand cyclists came and our ñShare the Roadò 

message was reported by all four TV networks, the Deseret News, Salt 

Lake Tribune and the Standard Examiner. 
 

Josie wasnôt the only cyclist killed that year by an errant motorist and 

we would not have been able to get that support had not emotions been 

building for some time.  I still remember at the mouth of Big 

Cottonwood Canyon, in the lead up to the moment of silence, reading 

the names of Joey Mahana, Samuel B. Hall, Kade Roseman, William 

Fails, and Ronald Hirschi.  In 2005 we were planning the second Josie 

Johnson Memorial Ride as a celebration of zero bike fatalities for the

Membership Benefits--**  
Daily Rides:   We organize free group rides almost 

daily and sometimes have several rides planned on the 
same day at different locations around the Salt Lake 

Valley and the surrounding areas.  These rides are led by 

a Ride Leader who lays out the route, measures the 
distance and provides moral support by staying with the 

last rider so no one is left behind. Some rides fall into 
categories; we have slower paced social rides, others that 

concentrate on climbing canyons, training rides to get you 

ready to ride a Century (100 miles), bicycle skills classes 
to improve your riding enjoyment and safety.  They are 

too numerous and varied to list all of them here but we 

have tried by preparing a short summary below.  (Please 
consult the Ride calendar to get more information on all 

what the club has to offer.) 

 So You Want To Ride A Century (SYW2RAC):  
This series of rides spread out over the summer to give 

you the skills to finish a 100 miler (Century).  Each ride 
is a little longer than the previous one so you can ease 

your body into training.  The target is completing our 

BBTC sponsored ULCER 100 in August.  Do that and 

you earn a Club T-Shirt.    

Mini -Me Series: A series of club rides with a more 

social and  relaxed pace (13-15mph)  Most rides are 
between 30,50,or 60 miles.  Any BBTC member who 

rides 7 out of the 13 earns a Mini-Me t-shirt. 

Superseries- A series of great club rides that are all 
centuries that are self-supported and open paced.  They 

are designed for those riders that are looking for more of 
a challenge in riding.   Ride 7 out of series and youôve 

earn a Superseries t-shirt and a spot in the year-end 

awards. 

Ride Leaders: Any BBTC member can lead a ride.  

Just find a route, measure it out, list it by the 15th of the 
month with the Road Captain (the person in charge of 

approving rides), and follow the Ride Leader guidelines 

on our BBTC website.  Lead 10 rides during the season 
and earn a coveted Ride Leaders jersey for free! 

Mileage Tracker: All BBTC Members have the 

benefit of having their mileage kept track of on our 

website.  We do this through the sign-up sheets at each 
ride.

The new revolution!  As you have been spinning 

about town, I bet you have noticed the new trend in 

cycling is the fixed gear bike.  There is also the 

mountain bike equivalent in the singles speed 

craze. All the kids are doing it, and itôs all the rage!  

It really is an interesting cultural phenomenon.  I 

guess it is like what happened when the Mountain 

Bike first showed up in the 80s.  Everybody 

wanted one and ditched their road bike to get one.  

As time went on however, we realized how 

inefficient they were and relegated them to trail use 

and bought new road bikes for the pavement.  The 

new fixy culture has grown out of the style of 

riding in big cities that have bike messengers.  

Fixys are super reliable, and can take any weather 

or abuse since they donôt have a delicate derailleur.

First, I have to say that it is wonderful that 

these riders are discovering the joy of the bike.  In 

our polluted, congested, overweight society, itôs 

good the ñcoolò are riding bikes of any kind.

But with counter culture we get this 

screwed up idea that anarchy is good and rules are 

bad.  Simply put, I hope that fixy riders understand 

that cyclist have to obey the road rules.  There are 

no ñcyclist exemptò stop signs or lights, and if you 

break the law and get clocked, you deserve NO 

sympathy.  Fourth, I think that bike caps are cool, I 

have about 20 myself.  Some of them are probably 

older then some of these fixy riders.  I have to 

admit that I rode all through the 80s without a 

helmet, only a cap.  I had a real cool red Campy hat 

that matched my bike.  Perfect with my flowing 

blond locks of the time.  No, we werenôt 

irresponsible, just poorly equipped.  There werenôt 

good helmets then like now.  We just didnôt know 

any better. 
 

All in all, every bike is beautiful in itôs own way.  

Bikes make the world a better place and can solve 

an amazing number of our societyôs problems. 

(Gee, I sound like a hippie) The more bike riders 

there are the better, especially in SLC!  My final 

observation is that I used to have long hair.  It is 

now back in style with the kids. (God I sound like 

my dad).  I built a fixy and had punk hair in the 80s 

so I must be way ahead of my time. It seems that 

things do come back around, but do I have to 

wear eye makeup again?ð

Salt Lake City Police 

Add Insult To Injury

On Saturday morning July 14th, Shari Zinik had what I consider a near 

death experience.  We were riding our bicycles westbound on Wakara 

Way near the University of Utah.  Just before Foothill Blvd. I signaled 

to turn right onto a signed bike path.  Shari was right behind me.  

Immediately after completing my turn, I heard the screeching sound of 

breaks.  When I turned around, I saw a silver Hyundai up against the 

curb, a cloud of smoke, and I could not see Shari.  I thought she got 

creamed!  Fortunately, the car got between Shari and the curb.  The 

rearview mirror caught Shari in the ribs, her hip dented the driverôs 

door, and she fell on the driverôs side of the car.  She got banged up 

pretty good.  Her ribs are cracked and her helmet was broken in two 

places.  Thank God for her helmet and how lucky she was to have 

ended up on the side of the car and not underneath it.  The driver was 

speeding, and driving in the bike lane, in anticipation of making a right 

hand turn onto Foothill Blvd.  The driver was not paying attention and 

did not yield to the two riders in front of her until she actually struck 

Shari and finally realized she was there.  There is no doubt that the 

driver was completely at fault.  However, that is not what the police 

report indicated.   

This is what the police report said verbatim: 

ñHeather H***** was driving her car and Sheri Zinik was riding her 

bike.  They were using the same lane when they collided.  Sheri stated 

to Officer L**** that she had moved to the outside of the lane and was 

on the white line trying to make a right hand turn onto a walkway at a 

crosswalk.  Sheri knew there was a car behind her but was not sure 

how close she was.  Sheri attempted to make the turn and ran into the 

left front side of the car. 

Heather was driving in the lane and does not remember where the 

bicycle was when they collided.ò  (Continued on Page 14)
